It is our desire that we would see many raised up with a heart to truly worship the Lord and lead others as they worship.  The purpose of this application if for the leadership of HPH to get to know you and to know how to best come around you and encourage you.  Being part of a worship team is a big undertaking.  You are allowing the Spirit of God to work through you to lead others to worship as you first worship the Lord.  Worship is more than playing an instrument or singing but involves all aspects of our life.  Jesus said He was looking for TRUE WORSHIPPERS – those who would worship Him in Spirit and in truth (Jn. 4:23).  It is our desire that we would model this.  Rather it is perceived or true, when someone is up in front of people, there is an expectation that is placed on that person’s life.  We feel it is important as leaders of HPH that those who are up in front leading people have a consistency about there life.  When there is inconsistency with what we are portraying before people and what we are doing in our personal life, it can cause others to stumble and/or limit people from truly worshipping the Lord.  We also believe that God can not bless a ministry where people are hindered by sin (1 Cor. 5:6).  With that said, this is why we feel it important for us to monitor those people who are in front of others leading and this application is a tool for us to be able to do that.  Let it also be said that we are all in process of being made more like Christ (Phil. 3:12-14, Col. 1:28-29).  We all struggle in different areas.  As a church we desire to move around each other and spur each other on toward holiness.  All we would ask is that you would fill this application out with integrity.  If there are areas in your life that you are struggling with (like we all do), then we know how we can best come around you and encourage you.    

On attached piece of paper, please answer the following questions.  Please be open an honest knowing that we are all in process and your answers will be confidential.

1) Please describe how came to give your life to Christ.

2) Describe your relationship with God now.

3) What kind of ministry experience have you had in the past?  What did you learn from those experiences?
4) What kind of worship experience have you had in the past?  What instruments do you play?  What do you enjoy the most about worship?

5) What leader (small group leader or pastor) do you know best at HPH?  Would they be able to testify that your life is consistent throughout the week?

6) Who are two others who are part of the HPH body that know you the best that can speak to your character throughout the week?
7) Explain why you want to be involved in the Worship ministry at HPH?
8) What do you feel are your strengths and abilities?  What are areas of need or development?

9) Explain how you would handle the following situations, please use scripture where appropriate:

a) a leader of the ministry makes a decision or sets a project policy that you do not totally agree with – would you be willing to follow that leader?

b) someone on your team is frustrating you very badly.  Another person on your team comes up to you and begins to vent about the same person – how would you respond to the person who is venting?

c) someone on your team said something that hurt your feelings, what would you do?

d) you see two of the students in the ministry acting morally wrong, (big time), how would you respond?

12)  In the past 12 months, have you struggled with a physical relationship with someone of the opposite sex?  (i.e not above reproach – touching inappropriate places or sexual intercourse?)  If yes, please explain and discuss how you are staying accountable in this area.
13) How would others characterize the way you relate to others of the opposite sex?  Have you related improperly to others that they may characterize you as a flirt or leading others on?  (we are trying to avoid people having a hard time worshipping because the person who is up front has hurt them and they are distracted in worship)  If so, have you gone and made it right with that person? 
14)  Are you struggling currently with pornography or have you ever in your past?  If so, please explain and discuss how you are staying accountable in this area.

15)  In the past 12 months, have you struggled with an eating disorder?  If yes, please explain and discuss how you are staying accountable in this area.
